M. P. to bring concerns about need for enhanced 

Settlement Support Services in Mandarin to Ministers 
 
 
Scarborough, Ontario – The North Chinese Community of Canada today released a new study on the critical need for more comprehensive settlement support services in Mandarin, to better serve new Chinese immigrants to Canada.   Jim Karygiannis, M.P., for Scarborough-Agincourt said that he will bring these findings to the attention of the Minister of Citizenship and Immigration as well as to the Minister of Human Resources Development.       
 
The North Chinese Community of Canada found that 48 per cent of the more than 2,000 new arrivals from China surveyed would leave Canada if the status quo of service remains unchanged.      
 
“New immigrants and members of the Canadian Chinese community have made numerous representations to the Minister of Citizenship and Immigration about this matter.  They strongly believe that the provision of more comprehensive settlement support services in Mandarin, delivered by Chinese Canadians, will better assist immigrants to integrate into Canadian society,” said Mr. Karygiannis.      
 
“I would hope that by working together, the government and the community can develop a framework to meet this challenge,” he added.
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
